DIVINE OWNERSHIP

“Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our
likeness; let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the
birds of the air, and over the cattle, over all the earth and over every
creeping thing that creeps on the earth. So God created man in His
own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female
He created them. Then God blessed them, and God said to them,
“Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it; have dominion
over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over every
living thing that moves on the earth” (Genesis 1:26-28).

God created man that He might
have fellowship with him. So man
was created in His image, as a free
moral agent, with a mind, a will and
emotions. God made man a
steward of all His creation, the
earth and all the living creatures on
land and sea. The Apostle Peter
said, “As each one has received a
gift, minister it to one another, as
good stewards of the manifold
grace of God” (1 Peter 4:10). We
are God'’s stewards of His manifold
grace. A steward is a trustee or
custodian.

MAN’S RESPONSIBILITIES AS
GOD’S STEWARD
First, he is to “be fruitful and

multiply”. This is not only to have
children, but with regards to the
earth and environment. For every

tree and vegetation we cut down,
we are to plant, sow and replenish
the earth. But man has been
careless and cruel to the earth. Our
world is running short of its natural
resources, including sea life, and
we are facing pollution, extinction
of wild animals and climate
warming. Second, he is to
“subdue” the earth, that is to
govern the earth. Third, he is “to
have dominion” over the earth, to
maintain order, harmony and
discipline.

GOD CREATED THE GARDEN
TO TAKE CARE OF MAN’S
NEEDS

The Bible says, “The Lord God
planted a garden eastward in
Eden, and there He put the man
whom He had formed. And out of

the ground the Lord God made
every tree grow that is pleasant to
the sight and good for food. The
tree of life was also in the midst of
the garden, and the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil. ..
Then the Lord God took the man
and put him in the garden of Eden
to tend and keep it. (Genesis 2:8-9;
15) Note the repetition of this
phrase, “The Lord God”. The Bible
says, “The earth is the Lord’s, and
all its fullness, the world and those
who dwell therein” (Psalm 24:1).
Man is a steward of God’s earth.

To work is not a curse and to work
is to be worthy of the garden. God
does not advocate laziness. The
Bible says, “The lazy man does not
roast what he took in hunting, But



diligence is man’s precious
possession” (Proverbs 12:27) and
“For even when we were with you,
we commanded you this: If anyone
will not work, neither shall he eat”
(2 Thessalonians 3:10).

UNDERSTANDING THE DIVINE
OWNERSHIP OF GOD

The Bible says, “And the Lord God
commanded the man, saying, “Of
every tree of the garden you may
freely eat; but of the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil you
shall not eat, for in the day that you
eat of it you shall surely die”
(Genesis 2:16-17). The tree was
“set apart” or made sacred. The
tree was there for man to know the
earth is the Lord’s. Man had the
freedom to obey or disobey. The
Bible says, “Now the serpent was
more cunning than any beast of the
field which the Lord God had
made. ... Then the serpent said to
the woman, “You will not surely die.
For God knows that in the day you
eat of it your eyes will be opened,
and you will be like God, knowing
good and evil’” (Genesis 3:1;4-5)
Satan, in the form of a serpent
tempted Eve, “You will be like
God.” Man had a choice to
acknowledge divine ownership. To
obey God is to be blessed and to
prosper. To disobey is to be cursed
and to fall out with God, the source
of life and blessings. Man chose to
listen to Satan and disobey God by

eating the fruit. Man chose to be a
god to himself and rejecting his
stewardship. Many don’t
understand that disobedience has
bad consequences. When you
walk away from God’s truth,
righteousness, and holiness to do
what is right in your own eyes, you
are choosing to walk in
disobedience. You will reap the
consequences of your actions, and
they are negative consequences.

THE PAGAN CONCEPT

Satan has got the world to think
that God is a force and not a divine
being and therefore cannot be the
creator. Man thinks he can be a
god, and determine his own
destiny and nobody needs to tell
him how to live. He believes that
what he has is by the sweat of his
brows. Man fights to conquer and
possess, so we have wars, nations
against nations. Man becomes
arrogant, erects fences and
boundaries, acts as owners by his
abilities to conquer and own. That
is why money is a dominating force
in this world. Man loves money
because it gives him power to own

more and be more powerful. As
time went on, we have grown with
the pagan concept that Satan
wants us to believe.

The Bible says, “For the love of
money is a root of all kinds of evil,
for which some have strayed from
the faith in their greediness, and
pierced themselves through with
many sorrows” (1 Timothy 6:10).
When you fail to acknowledge that
you are a steward, you are robbing
what belongs to God. When you
live this way, you have stolen
property and you are cursed. Man
who live like there is no God,
inspite of their wealth, live
meaningless life and many have
decided to end their life.

The Bible says, “Will a man rob
God? Yet you have robbed Me! But
you say, ‘In what way have we
robbed You?' In tithes and
offerings” (Malachi 3:8). The tithe (a
tenth portion) is the sacred portion
God has ordained for you to
recognise Him as owner and we




are His stewards. When we do not
tithe, we deny God as the creator
and owner of the universe and will
live with negative consequences of
our disobedience.

THE CHRISTIAN CONCEPT

The Pagan concept holds that God
is not the owner, but you. The
Christian concept is Biblical, that
God is the creator of the world and
everything therein (Psalm 24:1). He
created man in His image for
fellowship and required him to be a
responsible and faithful steward.

The Scriptures teach us God’s
divine ownership.

e Psalms 24:1
“The earth is the Lord’s, and all
its fullness, the world and those
who dwell therein.”

¢ Psalms 95:4-5
“In His hand are the deep places
of the earth; The heights of the
hills are His also. The sea is His,
for He made it; And His hands
formed the dry land.”
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¢ Psalms 50:10
“For every beast of the forest is
Mine, And the cattle on a
thousand hills.”

¢ Isaiah 66:1

“Thus says the Lord: ‘Heaven is
My throne, And earth is My
footstool. Where is the house
that you will build Me? And
where is the place of My rest?’”

e Haggai 2:8
““The silver is Mine, and the gold
is Mine,” says the Lord of hosts.”

TITHES

It has been said, “recognising
divine ownership is a matter of
intelligence and acknowledging
divine ownership is a matter of
honour, giving glory to God”. The
Bible says, “And the tithe of the
land, whether of the seed of the
land or of the fruit of the tree, is the
Lord’s. It is holy to the Lord”
(Leviticus 27:30). Whatever you
have, set apart a tenth portion as
your tithe, and give it to God. God
says that the tithe is a sacred
portion that acknowledges His

ownership. When we give right
recognition and acknowledge the
ownership of God and honour Him
through giving of our offerings and
paying of our tithes, He will open
the windows of heaven and pour
out His blessings upon vyou
(Malachi 3:10).

Giving to God is a privilege. The
Bible says, “If | were hungry, |
would not tell you; For the world is
Mine, and all that is therein. Will |
eat the flesh of bulls, Or drink the
blood of goats? Offer to God
thanksgiving, And pay your vows
to the Most High” (Psalms
50:12-13). God has given us the
privilege to present Him with our
gifts. We give to God not because
He cannot afford it, but because
He first gave us.

God has instituted a body called
the church, for us to bring our
offering or tithes to God’s house,
so that the church of Jesus Christ
will have no lack and you will not
only be blessed but prosper
(Malachi 3:10-12).

A team of Royal Rangers (RR)
leaders led by Commander Jim
Guneratnam conducted leadership
training for existing and new Royal
Rangers leaders from various
churches in Kathmandu from 26-30
July 2017. Our aim was to “Reach,
Teach and Keep Children and Youth
for Christ”. This was a follow up to
our Royal Rangers’ inaugural trip last
year to Nepal where we helped to
start the RR ministry in Nepal.

The Leadership Training Course was
to further equip the leaders who had
attended the training last year, while
the potential leaders were taught the
Ranger Fundamentals. Thank God
for 103 trainees who attended the
two training tracks.

On arrival in Kathmandu, we
visited their weekly RR meetings.
All the school children from grade
one to ten participate in the Royal
Rangers program as part of their
after school activities. Most of
these meetings have been running
for over a year now, as they were
kicked off by the local RR leaders
since they attended our first
training course in Nepal.

The Ranger Fundamentals course
provides a basic understanding of
the RR ministry and how to run it as
a relational and effective program
with the materials and curriculum
provided. The Leadership Training
Course provides leaders with a
deeper understanding of the
discipleship of children and youth
through Royal Rangers.

During the time, the team also
taught on the practical part of
running a RR outpost, including how
to handle the children, manage the
class and conducting ranger
activities. The trainees also
benefited from participating in a
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model outpost meeting. They had
first- hand experience of the ministry
from the perspective of the child.

Titus, one of the Nepali leaders,
shared that he found the training

knowledge and skills imparted to
him, he is confident of conducting
the Royal Rangers ministry
effectively.

“Berfirmanlah Tuhan: "Baiklah Kita menjadikan manusia menurut gambar
dan rupa Kita, supaya mereka berkuasa atas ikan-ikan di laut dan
burung-burung di udara dan atas ternak dan atas seluruh bumi dan atas
segala binatang melata yang merayap di bumi. Maka Tuhan menciptakan
manusia itu menurut gambar-Nya, menurut gambar Tuhan diciptakan-Nya
dia; laki-laki dan perempuan diciptakan-Nya mereka. Tuhan memberkati
mereka, lalu Tuhan berfirman kepada mereka: "Beranakcuculah dan
bertambah banyak; penuhilah bumi dan taklukkanlah itu, berkuasalah atas
ikan-ikan di laut dan burung-burung di udara dan atas segala binatang
yang merayap di bumi” (Kejadian 1: 26-28).

TANGGUNG JAWAB MANUSIA
SEBAGAI PELAYAN TUHAN.
Pertama, dia harus "berbuah dan
berhasil". Ini bukan hanya untuk
memiliki anak, tapi berkaitan dengan
bumi dan persekitaran. Untuk setiap
pohon dan tumbuh-tumbuhan yang
kita tebang, kita harus menanam,
menabur dan mengisi bumi. Tapi
manusia menjadi tidak peduli dan
kejam terhadap bumi. Dunia kita
kekurangan sumber alam semulajadi,
termasuk kehidupan laut, dan kita
menghadapi pencemaran, kepupusan
haiwan liar dan pemanasan iklim.

TUHAN MENCIPTAKAN TAMAN
UNTUK MENJAGA KEPERLUAN
MANUSIA

Alkitab  mengatakan, "Selanjutnya
Tuhan membuat taman di Eden, di
sebelah timur; disitulah ditempat-
kan-Nya manusia yang dibentuk-Nya
itu. Lalu Tuhan menumbuhkan berb-
agai-bagai pohon dari bumi, yang
menarik dan yang baik untuk dimakan
buahnya; dan pohon kehidupan di
tengah-tengah taman itu, serta pohon
pengetahuan tentang yang baik dan
yang jahat...Tuhan mengambil manu-
sia itu dan menempatkannya dalam
taman Eden untuk mengusahakan dan
memelihara taman itu” (Kejadian 2:8-9;
15). Perhatikan pengulangan frasa ini,
“Tuhan Tuhan". Alkitab mengatakan,"
Tuhanlah yang empunya bumi serta
segala isinya, dan dunia serta yang
diam di dalamnya" (Mazmur 24:1).
Manusia adalah pelayan di bumi Tuhan.

Bekerja bukannya satu kutukan dan
bekerja adalah sepatutnya untuk
taman. Tuhan tidak menganjurkan
kemalasan. Alkitab berkata, "Orang
malas tidak akan menangkap buruan-
nya, tetapi orang rajin akan memper-
oleh harta yang berharga" (Amsal
12:27) dan "Sebab, juga waktu kami
berada di antara kamu, kami memberi
peringatan ini kepada kamu: jika
seorang tidak mau bekerja, janganlah
ia makan" (2 Tesalonika 3:10).

MEMAHAMI PEMILIKAN ILAHI
Alkitab berkata, "Lalu TUHAN Tuhan
memberi perintah ini kepada manusia:

"Semua pohon dalam taman ini boleh
kaumakan buahnya dengan bebas,
tetapi pohon pengetahuan tentang
yang baik dan yang jahat itu, janganlah
kaumakan buahnya, sebab pada hari
engkau memakannya, pastilah engkau
mati." (Kejadian 2:16-17). Pohon itu
"diasingkan" atau dijadikan kudus.
Pohon itu ada di sana agar manusia
tahu bahwa bumi adalah milik Tuhan.
Manusia memiliki kebebasan untuk
taat atau tidak taat. Alkitab berkata,
"Adapun ular ialah yang paling cerdik
dari segala binatang di darat yang
dijadikan oleh Tuhan..." Tetapi ular itu
berkata kepada perempuan itu:
"Sekali-kali kamu tidak akan mati,
tetapi Tuhan mengetahui, bahwa pada
waktu kamu memakannya matamu
akan terbuka, dan kamu akan menjadi
seperti Tuhan, tahu tentang yang baik
dan yang jahat" (Kejadian 3:1; 4-5)
Setan, dalam bentuk seekor ular yang
menggoda Hawa , "Kamu akan menja-
di seperti Tuhan." Manusia memiliki
pilihan untuk mengakui pemilikan ilahi.
Mentaati Tuhan bermakna akan diber-
kati dan berhasil. Untuk tidak taat
adalah dikutuk dan jauh dari Tuhan,
sumber kehidupan dan berkat. Manu-
sia  memilih untuk mendengarkan
Setan dan tidak mentaati Tuhan
dengan memakan buahnya. Manusia
memilih untuk menjadi tuhan bagi
dirinya sendiri dan menolak penguru-
san Tuhan. Ramai yang tidak mengerti
bahwa ketidaktaatan mempunyai
akibat buruk. Bila kamu menjauh dari
kebenaran dan kesucian Tuhan untuk
melakukan apa yang benar di mata
kamu sendiri, kamu memilih untuk
tidak taat. Kamu akan menuai akibat
dari tindakan kamu sendiri, dan itu
adalah akibat negatif.

KONSEP PENYEMBAH BERHALA

Setan telah membuat dunia berfikir
bahwa Tuhan hanyalah satu kuasa dan
bukannya makhluk ilahi dan kerana itu
tidak dapat menjadi pencipta. Manu-
sia berfikir dia boleh menjadi tuhan,
dan menentukan takdirnya sendiri dan
tidak ada siapa yang perlu memberita-
hunya bagaimana cara hidup. Dia
percaya bahwa apa yang dia miliki
adalah dengan Kkeringat dahinya.
Manusia berjuang untuk menaklukkan
dan memiliki, jadi kita ada peperan-
gan, bangsa melawan bangsa-bang-
sa. Manusia menjadi sombong,
mendirikan pagar dan batas, bertindak
sebagai pemilik dengan kemampuan-
nya untuk menaklukkan dan memilik-



inya. ltulah sebabnya wang adalah
kekuatan yang mendominasi di dunia
ini. Manusia mencintai wang kerana
memberinya kekuatan untuk memiliki
lebih banyak dan menjadi lebih
berkuasa. Seiring berjalannya waktu,
kita telah tumbuh dengan konsep
penyembahan berhala yang Setan
ingin kita percayai.

Alkitab mengatakan, “Karena akar
segala kejahatan ialah cinta wang.
Sebab oleh memburu uanglah beber-
apa orang telah menyimpang dari
iman dan menyiksa dirinya dengan
berbagai-bagai duka” (1 Timotius
6:10). Bila kamu gagal untuk mengakui
bahwa kamu adalah seorang pelayan,
kamu merompak apa yang menjadi
milik Tuhan. Bila kamu hidup dengan
cara ini, kamu telah mencuri harta dan
kamu terkutuk. Manusia yang hidup
seperti tidak ada Tuhan, walaupun
mereka kaya, hidup tanpa makna dan
banyak yang telah memutuskan untuk
mengakhiri hidup mereka.

Alkitab berkata, "Bolehkah manusia
menipu Tuhan? Namun kamu menipu
Aku. Tetapi kamu berkata: "Dengan

cara bagaimanakah kami menipu
Engkau?" Mengenai persembahan
persepuluhan dan  persembahan

khusus!"(Maleakhi 3:8). Persepuluhan
(bagian persepuluh) adalah bagian
suci yang telah ditetapkan Tuhan bagi
kamu untuk mengenalpasti bahawa
Dia sebagai pemilik dan kita adalah
pelayanNya. Bila kita tidak memberi
perpuluhan, kita menyangkal Tuhan
sebagai pencipta dan pemilik alam
semesta dan akan hidup dengan
akibat negatif dari ketidaktaatan kita.

KONSEP KRISTEN
Konsep Peyembahan Berhala
berpendapat bahwa Tuhan bukanlah
pemiliknya, tapi kamu. Konsep Kristen
itu alkitabiah, bahwa Tuhanlah pencipta
dunia dan segala isinya (Mazmur 24:1).
Dia menciptakan manusia menurut
gambarNya untuk persekutuan dan
meminta dia untuk menjadi pelayan
yang bertanggung jawab dan setia.
