The God of New Things

Have you ever found yourself in difficult, even 
painful circumstances brought about by poor 
decisions—whether your own or those beyond 
your control?

Circumstances that left you physically or 
emotionally drained, financially insecure, 
trapped in destructive habits, or estranged 
from family and friends? Perhaps the worst of 
all was feeling distant from God, overwhelmed 
by despair and hopelessness.

These were the experiences of Israel during a 
dark chapter in their history. After the death 
of King Solomon, the once-united nation was 
fractured, its people often neglecting their 
covenant relationship with God.

Because of their selfish pride, idolatry, and 
moral compromise, Israel forfeited the joy, 
peace, and provision God intended for them. As 
a result, they stood on the brink of destruction 
by Babylon, seemingly without hope.

Yet, in the midst of their brokenness, God spoke 
through the prophet Isaiah with a message 
of hope, assurance, and renewal. Though His 
people had neglected and even rejected Him, 
God had not abandoned them. He reminded 
them of His enduring faithfulness:

•	 He was their Redeemer, who had delivered 
them from slavery in Egypt (Isaiah 43:14).

•	 He was the Lord, the Holy One of Israel, 
sovereign and unique, who had chosen to 
enter into a personal relationship with them 
(Isaiah 43:14).

•	 He was unchanging in His purposes, 
promising to rescue them yet again, this 

time from Babylonian captivity (Isaiah 
43:14b).

•	 He was their Creator, who had chosen 
them as His people, forming a nation 
meant to bring blessings to all mankind 
(Isaiah 43:15).

•	 He was their King, ruling with authority, 
wisdom, and compassion (Isaiah 43:15).

•	 He was their Miracle Worker, reminding 
them of His power in the parting of the Red 
Sea and the defeat of their enemies (Isaiah 
43:16–17).

God encouraged them to forget the former 
things—not to dwell on the past but to anticipate 
something greater. The miracles of the past 
were not the end of His work; He was about to 
do something new, something astounding.  God 
promised to create pathways in the wilderness 
and rivers in the desert, symbols of His power 
to bring refreshment, renewal, and hope.

A New Thing for a New Year
As we approach 2025, this same God invites us 
to trust Him for the “new things” He has planned 
for our lives. Whether you’ve experienced 
failure, loss, or even success in the past year, 
God calls you to leave it behind and look forward 
with faith.

Will you choose to perceive His work in your 
life? Will you open your heart to the new doors 
He will open, the opportunities He will provide, 
and the vibrancy He will bring?
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Behold, I am doing a new thing; now it springs forth, 
do you not perceive it? I will make a way in the 

wilderness and rivers in the desert.

She also 
encountered some quirky characters along the 
way including a “Gen. Alpha” angel and rapping 
shepherds. Through her interactions with them 
and through seeing the birth of Jesus first hand, 
the message of hope that Melody so needed to 
hear began to speak to her heart. 

Meanwhile, John who had been searching for 
her, explained the story of Jesus’ birth and His 
love for mankind to their eldest daughter. 

As Melody expressed her frustrations to the 
characters she met along the way, she finally 
understood that God was in control and was 
reminded by her daughter’s prayer that God 
loves her.
